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Statement from Parish President Timothy P. Roussel regarding the 

St. James Parish Youth Center:
Due to the change in licensing rules by the State, the cost of incarceration for a juvenile detention at the St. James Parish Facility would have been cost prohibitive.  The license to fully operate the St. James Parish Youth Detention Center will expire on Monday, July 1, 2013. 
 I would like to thank our local Congressmen, Legislators, officials and members of the Multi-Jurisdictional Commission who worked diligently to address the need of keeping detention space for juvenile offenders. During the process, Sheriff Mike Waguespack with the Commission established an alternative location for a lower cost. This is a challenge we were able to solve by working together to better the public. 

We are fortunate to be able to provide the same services to help guide our youth into the right direction.  We anticipate a smooth transition. Career advice and services will be provided for the remaining employees working at the center.
