Applicants may apply for emergency assistance including rent, mortgage, security deposits, utilities, employment cards, and food vouchers.. Clients will be referred to participate in financial literacy training.

Applicants will be served on a first-come, first-served basis and must provide identification, current proof of income and copies of social security cards for all household members, proof of a documented hardship, i.e. an unexpected housing expense, job loss, etc. if applicable.  Income eligibility will be based on the current 200% Federal Poverty Guidelines for services listed below:
